This
is always an event of special importance, with the cattle-breeding prowess of Beatenberg
farmers judged by a jury of experts.

The “Miss Beatenberg” competition was created fifteen years ago by Beatenberg Tourism
to mark the excellent cooperation between farming and tourism.

Special competition rules state that “Miss Beatenberg” may not be over four years of age,
must bear the earmark “2080 Beatenberg” and can only win the “Miss” title once in her
lifetime. There are five categories, with the two cows in each category awarded the
highest marks by the jury going through to the final.

The spectators have the honour of finally choosing the fairest Beatenberg cow from the 10
finalists. As a reward for her bovine beauty, “Miss Beatenberg” receives a splendid
Trychle (cow bell) from Beatenberg Tourism.
